AgroStroyComplekt Limited Liability Company, represented by  Mr. Mikhail N. Brik, General Director, acting on the basis of the Articles of Association, hereinafter, the Supplier, on the one hand, and

___________________ Limited Liability Company, represented by _________________________________,  General Director, acting on the basis of the Articles of Association , hereinafter, the Buyer, on the other hand, jointly referred to as the Parties, have concluded this Agreement on the following:
1. SUBJECT OF THE AGREEMENT.
1.1.

The Supplier shall manufacture and transfer into the ownership of the Buyer market concrete (concrete mix) and/or mortar (hereinafter referred to as the Goods), and the Buyer shall accept and pay for the Goods on the conditions stipulated herein.

1.2.

The range of the Goods which can be delivered hereunder and other characteristics of the Goods important for the Parties as well as the list of potential additional services which can be rendered by the Buyer to the Supplier hereunder, shall be approved by the Parties in the appendix hereto – Annex 2  Price Negotiation Memorandum.

1.3.

The Goods to be delivered to the Buyer hereunder shall be owned by the Supplier; shall not be pledged; charged or prohibited; be disputed or encumbered with any other rights or claims of any third persons.

2. PRICE OF THE GOODS AND FEE FOR ADDITIONAL SERVICES

2.1.

Price of the Goods:

2.1.1.

The price of the Goods (procedure for Goods pricing) shall be approved by the Parties in the appendix hereto – Appendix 2 Price Negotiation Memorandum.

2.2.

The fee for additional services rendered to the Buyer by the Supplier:

2.2.1.

In the event the Supplier renders services to the Buyer related to the delivery of the Goods and/or supply of the Goods on a belt, and/or in a flow channel, and/or concrete pumper (hereinafter, CP), and/or PUMI (hereinafter referred to as the additional services), the Buyer shall pay to the Supplier for rendered additional services. The fee for the additional services shall be approved by the Parties in the appendix hereto – Annex 2 Price Negotiation Memorandum.

2.2.2.

The fee for Goods delivery by the Supplier’s trucks shall be determined based on the cost of delivery to the destination point specified by the Buyer; one (1) cubic metre of the Goods multiplied by the volume of the mixer truck (hereinafter, MT) used for Goods delivery regardless of the volume of the Goods transported in this MT.

2.2.3.

When the Supplier renders Goodsа supply services using CP, the Buyer shall additionally pay for:

    - time of CP travel to/from the Supplier’s industrial site from/to the Buyer’s, however no less than two (2) hours, if the Buyer’s site is located in the city and at least four (4) hours if the Buyer’s site is located in the Leningrad Oblast based on the price of one (1) hour of operation of the relevant CP type approved by the Parties in the Appendix hereto – Annex 2 Price Negotiation Memorandum;

- cost of operation of additional concrete-delivery pipelines;

- number of CP travels across the Buyer’s site.

2.2.4.

When the volume of the Goods to be transferred by the CP is less than eighty (80) cubic metres, hourly payment for Cp operation applies. It includes the period from CP arrival at the Buyer’s  site till the end of CP flushing after operation at the Buyer’s site based on the price of one (1) hour of operation of the relevant CP type approved in the Appendix hereto – Annex 2 Price Negotiation Memorandum;

2.2.5.

Payable operation of CP does not include its downtime through the Supplier’s fault.

2.3.

Price of the Goods and fee for the additional services are subject to change. In the event of changes in the prices of the Goods and fee for the additional services, the Supplier shall notify the Buyer thereof not later than fifteen (15) days prior to these changes. Should the Parties fail to sign a new version of the appendix hereof – Appendix 2 Price Negotiation Memorandum, within fifteen (15) days after the price change notification, the Supplier shall be entitled to unilaterally suspend shipment of the Goods.

3. GOODS SUPPLY AND SERVICES REQUEST
3.1.

The Buyer’s request for supply of the Goods and rendering of additional services.

3.1.1.

Quantity taking into account a compaction factor, range, and other characteristics of the Goods to be delivered to the Buyer hereunder within one calendar day shall be specified by the Buyer in the Goods supply request.

The Goods supply request from the Buyer shall also specify the need of any additional services to be rendered by the Supplier with their description.

3.1.2.

In the event the Goods are delivered by the Supplier’s trucks, the Buyer shall also specify in the Goods supply request the address for Goods delivery (for the purposes of this Agreement, the address the Goods shall be delivered to which is specified in the Goods supply request is hereinafter referred to as the Buyer’s site), required MT arrival time at the Buyer’s site as well as a required time interval between MT arrival at the Buyer’s site.

Should the Buyer require any additional services to be rendered by the Supplier and related to the Goods supply at the Buyer’s site on the conveyor belt and/or and/or CP, and/or PUMI, the Buyer shall specify in the  Goods supply request the address of the Buyer’s site where this type of services will be rendered as well as required arrival time of the relevant trucks at the Buyer’s site, the need in provision f additional hoses for the CP with the indication of the overall length of required additional concrete transfer pipelines measured in metres.

3.1.3.

The Buyer shall deliver the Goods supply request to the Supplier by fax (fax number (812)7777-300) not later than at 14:00 on the day preceding the Goods shipment date. 

The form of the Goods supply request is outlined in Annex 1 Buyer’s request format.

3.1.4.

Should the Buyer require any additional services related to the Goods supply at the site using CP to be rendered by the Supplier, the Buyer shall submit the service request to the Supplier at least three (3) days prior to the service date requested by the Buyer.

3.1.5.

The Goods supply and additional services request shall be considered accepted if within four (4) hours after its receipt, the Supplier fails to report its disapproval of the details contained in the request.

3.1.6.

The Buyer shall be entitled to decline the Goods supply request subject to the relevant written notice filed with the Supplier no later than at 16:00 on the day preceding the Goods delivery date indicated in this request.

3.1.7.

The Buyer shall be entitled to decline the request for the additional services related to the Goods supply at the Buyer’s site with CP subject to the relevant written notice served to the Supplier no later than at 16:00 on the day preceding the date of rendering of the relevant additional services.

3.1.8.

In the event the value of the Goods to be delivered and additional services specified by the Buyer in the Goods supply request exceeds the prepayment amount deposited by the Buyer, filing of this request is considered to be the Buyer’s consent to Goods delivery and rendering of the additional services in the amount in excess of prepaid scope. 

3.1.9.

As an exception from the general rule stipulated in par. 13.2. hereof, all Buyer’s Goods supply requests delivered to the Supplier as well as the additional service request and notice of rejection of earlier requests containing the facsimile of the person authorized to sign such documents shall be considered duly delivered if made in writing.

3.2.

Source documents.

3.2.1.

Source documents which outline the procedure of CP operation at the Buyer’s site, use of additional concrete transfer pipelines, as well as cases of CP relocation at the Buyer’s site are CP operation reports. Depending of the payment procedure applicable to Goods supply at the Buyer’s site using CP, this report contains actual operation hours of the CP or the volume of the Goods supplied to the Buyer’s site using CP.

3.2.2.

The quantity of the Goods delivered to the Buyer with one MT shall be specified by the Supplier in a consignment note to be prepared and submitted by the Supplier with each MT transporting the Goods to the Buyer’s site.

The Goods delivered by the Supplier to the Buyer within one calendar year shall hereinafter be referred to as the Lot.

The quantity and range of the Goods in the Lot shall be determined based on the information from the consignment notes signed by the authorized representatives on the relevant day.

3.2.3.

Each Lot delivered to the Buyer shall be enclosed with a consignment note and an invoice to be signed by the Buyer. 

The Lot is also enclosed with the document delivered by the Supplier to the Buyer which certifies quality of the Goods. The document certifying the quality of the Goods shall be delivered to the Buyer’s authorized representative at the Buyer’s site.

3.2.4.

In case the Supplier renders to the Buyer any additional services, the Supplier shall prepare and submit to the Buyer a Services Acceptance Certificate and invoice for additional services rendered to the Buyer within a calendar day.

3.2.5.

A report on CP operation and consignment note is signed by the Buyer’s representative at the Buyer’s site.

3.3.

Signing of source documents, consignment note, and additional services acceptance certificates by the Buyer.

3.3.1.

All source documents listed in par. 3.2. herein shall be signed by authorized signatories in accordance with the power of attorney submitted by the Buyer to the Supplier.

Consignment notes and additional services certificates shall be signed either by the Buyer’s General Director or the person authorized to transact on behalf of the Buyer subject to provision of the original power of attorney to the Supplier.

4. QUALITY AND QUANTITY OF THE GOODS
4.1.

Unit of measurement of the Goods is cubic metre.

4.2.

The minimum shipped quantity of the Goods is one (1) cubic metre.

4.3.

The quantity of the Goods to be delivered during a day shall be specified by the Buyer in the Goods supply request.

4.4

The quality of delivered Goods shall meet GOST 7473-94 or GOST 28013-98, accordingly, in specific request of the Buyer.
4.5

The Goods shall be classified in category 1 for radioactivity of natural radionuclides.

4.6

The format of the document certifying the quality of the Goods shall meet GOST 7473-94.

4.7

The Parties shall ensure quality control of supplied concrete mixes. The quality control procedure includes concrete mix slump control, manufacturing of control samples of delivered Goods followed by proper sample storage in normal conditions, strength tests of the Goods cured during twenty eight (28) days.

4.8

Strength factory tests of the Goods shall be conducted when concrete homogeneity parameters meet GOST R 53231-2008, pattern А, unless the Buyer agrees otherwise. Actual concrete strength grade values are specified in the document certifying the quality of the Goods pursuant to GOST 7473-94 and provided for each concrete mix Lot.
4.9

Should there be any requirements of the designer or construction support research company, the Buyer may approve concrete mix deliveries pursuant to GOST R 53231-2008, pattern G, provided the relevant price is specified and approved in an additional agreement for concrete mix supply.

4.10.

In autumn and in winter when the Goods are shipped at below-zero temperatures, use of anti-frost additives to the Goods is mandatory.  

Use of anti-frost additives does not cancel the need to warm up a finished structure.

Failure to use anti-frost additives in the Goods manufacturing process in the specified period is possible only based on the Buyer’s written request.

5. CONDITIONS FOR GOODS DELIVERY

5.1.

The Buyer shall be entitled to purchase the Goods on self-pickup conditions.

The Goods shipped to the Buyer on self-pickup conditions shall be loaded into vehicles provide by the Buyer in the area at the Supplier’s industrial site approved by the Supplier within the timeframe mentioned in the Buyer’s request.

 The Goods will be transported in MT or dump trucks.

5.2.

The Supplier may, upon the Buyer’s request, to deliver the Goods to the site specified by the Buyer in its Goods delivery request.

The Supplier shall deliver the Goods to the destination point specified in the Buyer within the timeframe mentioned in the Buyer’s request. 

In the event the Supplier renders the Buyer Goods delivery services, the Supplier shall be entitled to mobilize third parties to discharge their Goods delivery obligations.

The type of vehicles used to deliver the Goods is MT and dump trucks.
5.3.

In the event the Goods are delivered by Supplier trucks, the Buyer shall pay for Goods delivery and fulfil the following conditions:

5.3.1.

Prior to the delivery and supply of the Goods, the Buyer shall:

-

Prepare a site for MT which meets the following requirements: dimensions – nine (9) metres x twelve (12) metres with a hard cover and a slop no larger than three degrees (3о), distance to a reinforced edge of the pit shall not be less than five (5) metres, it shall be located at a safe distance from the PTL (power transmission line);

-

Ensure free access to and exit from the site as required by the Traffic Rules and ensure the possibility of safe driving on the premises (proper pavement, no construction waste or scrap which can damage wheels; all utility manholes closed, etc.);

-

Ensure a point for water discharge after process flushing of MT and CP;

-

In the event of any circumstances related to access ways which are not made available, all costs related to downtime, return and delivery of the Goods and MT/CP shall be charged to the Buyer.

5.3.2.

Accept the Goods at the Buyer’s site within sixty (60) days arrival of MTs with capacity from six (6) to ten (10) cubic metres of the Goods at the Buyer’s site. 
5.4.

Should the Buyer fail to comply with the conditions outlined in par. 5.3. hereof, the Supplier shall be entitled to suspend shipment of the Goods with the Supplier not being liable got potential costs the Buyer might incur.

5.5.

5.6. 

Should the Buyer fail to meet the deadlines for MT unloading, the Buyer shall pay for additional unloading time based on RUR 100 (hundred), including 18% VAT, per one (1) cubic metre of the capacity of idle MT for each hour of additional unloading waiting time.

 The time of truck arrival and departure is recorded by the Buyer’s authorized representatives in consignment notes at the Buyer’s sites.

The Supplier shall be entitled to refuse to render the additional services related to the Goods supply using CP or unilaterally suspend these services in case of any of the weather conditions mentioned below:

-  wind velocity exceeding fifteen metres per second (15 m/s) or storm alert;

- temperature decrease below ten degrees centigrade below zero (-10оС). 

6. GOODS ACCEPTANCE

6.1.

The delivered Goods are accepted based on quality and quantity as follows: 

-  concrete mixes: in accordance with GOST 7473-94 based on the methodology in GOST 10181.0 – GOST 10181.4, GOST R 53231-2008, pattern A;

- mortar: in accordance with GOST 28013-98. 
6.2.

Quantitative acceptance of the Goods:

6.2.1.

Concrete mixes at the concreting site shall be accepted based on their quality using a certified labelled (with a shield or passport) measuring container for concrete.
The volume of the concrete mix specified in the consignment note for MT loading shall be reduced by the compaction factor (up to three per cent (3%) of the volume specified in the consignment note, GOST 7473-94) when transported and compacted during concreting and vibration.
The results of Goods acceptance based on quantity shall be compared with the details in the consignment note. In the event acceptance results conform to the details in the consignment note, the Buyer’s authorized representative shall sign and seal the consignment note. 

Should any deviation be identified between the quantity of the Goods specified in the consignment notes and volume of the Goods actually delivered to the Buyer and exceed the permissible compaction factor, actual quantity of the Goods delivered to the Buyer shall be specified in all copies of the consignment note and signed by the authorized representatives of the Buyer and the Supplier. 

Similar consignment notes need to be enclosed with a certificate listing all structures concreted with the products from this Lot and their designations and axis.

Final resolution of any dispute regarding deviations between actual quantity of the Goods delivered to the Buyer and the quantity of the Goods specified in the consignment note shall be achieved through measurement of the finished structure and after removal of the casing. 

In this case payment for the Lot includes the quantity of the Goods which have been actually delivered to the site by MT (only subject to confirmation by measurements).
6.2.2.

In the event the Goods are purchased by the Buyer on self-pickup conditions, the quantity of the Goods shall be determined based on the readings of scale sensors of the concrete mixer of the Supplier and is specified in the consignment note.

6.3.

Quality acceptance of the Goods:

6.3.1.

The Parties shall sample the Goods in accordance with GOST 10181-2000.

6.3.2.

In case of a dispute regarding the quality of the Goods, the Goods will be tested in the Supplier’s laboratory or an independent laboratory holding a license for the relevant technical expert review, within ten (10) business days of the relevant claim from the Buyer. 

The laboratory tests of the Goods shall be documented in the relevant laboratory test records.

The services of the independent laboratory shall be paid after receipt of the expert opinion.

6.4.

In case of deviations in the quantity and quality of the Goods delivered to the Buyer, the quantity and quality of the Goods outlined in the consignment notes and documents certifying the quality, the Buyer shall notify the Supplier thereof and call for the Supplier’s representative to take part in Goods acceptance and drafting a bilateral report on deviations of the Goods within the following timeframe:

-

To ensure participation of the Supplier’s representative in Goods acceptance by quality – no later than 30 minutes after the Goods delivery at the site specified  by the Buyer  in the consignment note; 

-

To ensure participation of the Supplier’s representative in Goods acceptance by quantity – no later than one (1) hour following Goods delivery at the point specified by the Buyer in the consignment note.

6.5.

The Buyer shall provide access to the Supplier’s representative summoned pursuant to par. 6.5. hereof to the Buyer’s site and secure safe conditions for the Supplier’s representative (accessing and working in construction facilities). In the event access to the Buyer’s site and safe working conditions are not available for the Supplier’s representatives, the Supplier may refuse to participate in drafting a deficiency report on the Goods. 

6.6.

Deviations in the quantity and quality of the Goods delivered to the Buyer, quantity or quality details in the consignment notes or the documents certifying Goods quality shall be supported by a bilateral Goods deficiency certificate.

6.7.

The Buyer may not submit its requests to the Supplier regarding deviations in the quantity and quality of the Goods accepted by the Buyer which is not based on a bilateral Goods deficiency certificate.
6.8.

In the event the quality of delivered Goods based on quality assessment as is specified in the consignment note or the document certifying the quality of the Goods, the Goods shall be returned and replaced by the Supplier with similar Goods of proper quality against a Goods deficiency certificate drafted by the Parties hereto. Return and replacement of the Goods is charged to the Supplier;
6.9.

All other issues of Goods acceptance by then Customer shall be resolved in accordance with current Russian law.



	
	

	
	7. GRANT OF PROPERTY TO GOODS AND RISKS OF ACCIDENTAL DAMAGE 

OR LOSS OF GOODS.


	7.1.
	Property to Goods, risks of accidental damage or loss Goods shall go to the Buyer at the moment of delivery of Goods by the Supplier to the Buyer.

	7.2.
	The moment of the Supplier’s duties performance to deliver the Goods to the Buyer shall be the moment of the consignment voucher signing by the representative of the Buyer.

	
	

	8. PAYMENT PROCEDURE.

	8.1.
	The payment of delivered Goods and rendered additional services in accordance with the terms and conditions of this contract is as follows: 

	8.2.
	Advance payment.

	8.2.1.
	The Goods, that are to be delivered to the Buyer, and additional services that are to be rendered to the Buyer, shall be delivered and rendered under the terms and conditions of advance payment in corpore.

	8.2.2.
	When the Buyer, purchasing Goods and/or additional services under the terms and conditions of advance payment, accepts the Goods and additional services which are exceeding the advance payment, the Buyer shall undertake to pay appeared debts during 10 (ten) days from the date of the Goods delivery/rendering of services, exceeding the advance payment. 

Whereby the deferral of repayment for the period, exceeding 5 (five) days, shall be granted under the terms and conditions of the market loan:
- the payment for granting the deferral of repayment under the terms and conditions of the market loan is 0,07% (seven hundreds percents) from the value of shipment of Goods and/or additional services, for which the Buyer used the  deferral of repayment, per each day of repayment referral usage;
- the payment for granting the deferral of repayment under the terms and conditions of the market loan shall be assessed before the moment of the actual repayment of debts.

	8.2.
	Delay in payment.

	8.2.1.
	Every shipment of Goods, supplied to the Buyer, and additional services rendered to the Buyer shall be paid during 60 (sixty) days, beginning from the day when this shipment of Goods was supplied and the additional services were rendered. 

	8.2.2.
	Whereby the deferral of repayment for the period, exceeding 20 (twenty) days, shall be granted under the terms and conditions of the market loan.
The payment for granting the deferral of repayment under the terms and conditions of the market loan is 0, 07% (seven hundredth percents) from value of shipment of Goods and/or additional services, for which the Buyer used the deferral payment, per each day of repayment referral usage.

The payment for granting the deferral of repayment under the terms and conditions of the market loan shall be assessed before the moment of the actual repayment of debts.

	
	

	9. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES.

	9.1.
	Liability of the Buyer for breach order of handling with basic source documents:

	9.1.1.
	When the Buyer denies the booked additional services after the period, specified in clauses 3.1.6., 3.1.7. of this contract,  the Buyer shall pay to the Supplier penalty in an amount equal to the value of one machine-shift of each booked technical equipment, consisting of eight business hours at the price agreed by the parties for the corresponding technical equipment in the Annex to this contract – «Annex №2. Price negotiation memorandum».

	9.2.
	Liability of the Buyer for exceeding of the time limit for the payment of Goods and/or rendered additional services.

	9.2.1.
	When the Buyer breaches the payment terms of the supplied at its address Goods and/or rendered additional services, specified in section «8. Payment procedure» of this contract, the Buyer shall pay to the Supplier the penalty in an amount stated by the effective civil procedure law of the Russian Federation.

	9.3.
	When there is no opportunity to drain water with remainings of concrete mixture after process flushing of CP on the territory of the Buyer, the Buyer shall pay additionally respectively 2 (two) working hours of CP at the price, agreed by the parties in the Annex to this contract– «Annex №2. Price negotiation memorandum».
When there is no opportunity to drain water with remaining of concrete mixture after process flushing of MT on the territory of the Buyer, the Buyer shall pay to the Supplier a penalty at the rate of 100 (one hundred) rubles, including VAT-18%, per 1 (one) cubic meter of corresponding MT volume.

	9.4.
	The penalty payment shall not discharge the faulty party from performance of assumed obligations, unless otherwise provided by the terms and conditions of this contract or by the agreement of the parties.

	9.5.
	For non-performance or improper performance of terms and conditions of this contract, the liability for which is not specified in section 9. of this contract, the party in fault has responsibility in accordance with the effective law of the Russian Federation.

	
	

	10. THE SUPPLIER’S RIGHT TO SUSPEND SHIPMENT OF GOOD.

	10.1.
	When the Buyer breaches terms, specified in clauses 3.3.1., 5.3., section 8. of this contract, the Supplier is entitled unilaterally to suspend shipment of Goods until the moment of signing the agreement by the Parties concerning the regulation of a disputable situations or concerning elimination of the reason, caused suspend shipment of Goods by the Supplier. 

	
	

	11. CONTRACT VALIDITY PERIOD.

	11.1.
	This contract covers the Parties’ relations, started from March 01, 2011 to December 31, 2011. If any of the parties doesn’t notify the other party in written about its termination 15 (fifteen) days prior until the date of indicated period, the contract shall be considered as prolonged with the same terms and conditions. 

	11.2.
	Liabilities concerning the payment of Goods, supplied during the validity of this contract, and liabilities concerning the payment of interest in arrears as well specified in section 9. of this contract, appeared during the validity of this contract, shall be effective until their performance.

	
	

	12. DISPUTE SETTLEMENT PROCEDURE.

	12.1.
	All disputes, disagreements and demands, which may arise under or in connection with this Contract, including disputes, disagreements and demands connected with its performance, breaches, termination or ineffectiveness, not arranged by the parties in negotiations, are to be solved in the arbitration court of Saint-Petersburg and the Leningrad region.

	12.2.
	When any disputes arise concerning price range, amount and/or details of Goods, supplied under this contract, and/or concerning rendered additional services under this contract, when there are any contradictions or data differences concerning the specified details of Goods and/or additional services, specified in this contract and annexes, additional agreements to this contract; and in consignment voucher as well, in stock lists and Rendered Services Acceptance Acts, drawn while performing this contract, the parties shall be ruled in their relations by the data, specified in stock lists and Rendered Services Acceptance Acts, which are an integral part of this contract.

	
	

	13. FINAL PROVISIONS.

	This contract is made in two copies of equal legal effect, one copy for each Party.
